Post-Focus Group Questions:  Indicators of Downtown Health
1. Did your understanding of your downtown’s single greatest strength change based on the indicator data? How?
2. Did your understanding of the biggest threat to the health of your downtown change based on the indicator data? How?
3.  Did your understanding of the availability of a diversity of goods and services available in your downtown change based on the indicator data? How?
4.  Has your understanding of available infill, rehabilitation and redevelopment potential in your downtown changed based on the indicator data? Are the challenges to this type of development the same? 
NOTES:

· We define infill in an urban setting as use of vacant land and property within a built-up area for further construction or development.  It often involves vacant lots where buildings once stood or what now might be surface parking areas. 

· Rehabilitation is generally done to an existing building that is underutilized – ie the upper stories are empty

· Redevelopment improves an existing building; it can involve tearing down an existing structure, adding on or changing the use.
